
THE BROAD CHALKE NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN 

Notice of Regulation 14 Pre-submission Consultation 
To Whom it May Concern:
Broad Chalke Parish Council have been developing a Neighbourhood Plan over the course of several years. Residents and businesses in the neighbourhood have been consulted and kept informed at every stage via an inaugural village questionnaire, annual village meetings, a housing needs survey, publication of successive drafts of the evolving Plan on the village websites, and regular updates in the village ‘Broadsheet’ which is delivered to every household and business premise in the parish monthly.  

To date, the Plan has received strong local support and many of its recommendations have already been implemented using funds raised locally. These include the implementation of a Community Hub (incorporating the village chapel, post office, stores, coffee shop and meeting rooms), the laying of a pedestrian path alongside the Causeway linking both halves of the village across the River Ebble, and the creation of a small green in the village centre. The main proposal outstanding is for a small Community-led Housing development to meet local housing needs. The Plan proposes a number of planning policies which, once adopted, must be used in the determination of planning applications within the Parish.

 
In accordance with the Neighbourhood Plan (General) Regulations 2012, Broad Chalke Parish Council is required to publicize the Draft Neighbourhood Plan and invite comments.
