TEFFONT-

ALVEDISTON–

Again overnight 1/12 – 2/12 some undesirables smashed their way into a Land Rover and helped themselves to kit used and owned by local gamekeeper. I wonder if a Larson trap would work on these toe rags? 
At 2150hrs on 29/12 gamekeeper disturbed poachers who were shooting at pheasants with an airgun.

DINTON-
Overnight 1/12 – 2/12 (seems to have been a busy night) a sheep was taken from a field. It was one of three who were all orphans and were 
tame towards humans.  
Bishopstone-
Between 1800 & 2020 on 18/12/15 a car window was smashed for no apparent reason. Probably connected to the last lot we had a few couple of months ago. A stone was found inside implying a catapult or similar was used. 
Quidhampton-
Overnight 18/12 – 19/12 another car had it’s window smashed and a stone found within – no doubt connected to the above incident. Quite possibly the same lot shooting pheasants with catapults recently. 
Barford St Martin-
Between 20/12 - 23/12 a car was deliberately scratched whilst parked in the communal car park in St Martins Close.

Burcombe-  
Overnight 26/12 – 27/12 some delinquents smashed a works vehicle window only to find there was nothing to nick.
